Somme Valley cycle route

After visiting Corbie’s abbey church, reached via a
magnificent Ancien Régime gateway, get back on your
bike to head for Corbie Lock. From there, follow the
south bank towpath along an unspoilt stretch. The
Somme Valley slopes become gentler as you head for
the suburbs of Amiens. This stage of the Véloroute
Vallée de Somme, or Somme Valley cycle route, takes
you on two short detours away from the towpath,
leaving the many local anglers in peace. Going through
Camon, on the north bank, you enter Amiens via the
Hortillonnages, fascinating water gardens, enjoying
views of the city’s magnificent cathedral, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site.
